Big Fish Raw Edge Foundation Piecing

Before class, draw the fish as you would like it on your muslin or light colored base fabric.  Get enough Peltex to cover the entire fish as you have drawn it.  It will be okay to piece it.  Take your light colored magic markers and designate how you want color changes on this base fabric.  If you have done your drawing with color areas marked, you do not need to bring these marking tools to class.

Sewing Machine with basic sewing supplies

good fabric scissors

rotary cutter, rulers and mat

pen/pencil to draw on fabric

lighter colored magic marker to designate color on fabric base

1 1/4 (one and a quarter) yard muslin or other light colored fabric for base

Tail and Fin fabrics  1/2 yard or equivalent in pieces for front and back of tail.  If you are wanting the tail and fins to be the same, you will need more.  I do not expect , however, that you will get to the fins in class.

You will also need to bring strips, scraps, bits and pieces, anything you have in the color ways you would like to have your fish.  Pieces can be about the size of a quarter

One half yard stiffening for tail  (Peltex 70.  There is also Peltex 71 F which is fusible on one side, or a Peltex 72 F which is fusible on two sides, both of which could be substituted).
