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Skill level = beginner; early intermediate (3-hour class)

Learn basic needle-turn applique´ with a one-block naturalistic leaf design in the Hawaiian style. If you are new to hand applique´ (or just want to explore a different kind of applique´ style), Hawaiian applique´ is a good starting point because the applique´ pieces are larger and the process goes faster. By doing one block, you will get some good practice with cutting the design, and sewing inner and outer curves, points, and some straight edges. 

Kit available in class includes pattern, #100 silk thread, applique´ needles, some other supplies ($10; please pay teacher in class).

SUPPLY LIST

IMPORTANT: I use tightly woven, lightweight, high-quality hand dyes and batik fabrics with Hawaiian applique´ for the best sewing and quilting process and results. If the thread count of the fabrics looks low or the fabrics feel coarse or seem really stretchy on the crosswise grain, don’t use them for this project.

Fabric: Two pieces of fabric, washed & dried & ironed
-
applique´ fabric (min. 18” x 18”) = tightly woven, tone-on-tone or solid. This is the focus fabric that the leaf applique´ will be made from.


-
background fabric (min. 22” x 22”; not a fat fourth) = tone-on-tone or solid, contrasting well with applique´ fabric.

Basic sewing kit (e.g., embroidery scissors--small, pointed tip; sewing needles; thread for basting, pins, etc.)

Fabric cutting scissors = sharp, like Ginghers, that will cut through 4-8 layers of fabric

Needle-threader = with tip to go through narrow needles; I use the double-headed Clover needle threader.

Thread (optional). We will be using #100 silk thread and applique´ needles provided in the kit. 
I will provide you with some neutral colors to get you started in learning how to use this type of thread. (The thread practically disappears into the fabric!) However, if you would like to have a backup thread, bring a good quality #50, 3-ply cotton sewing thread matching the applique´ fabric.

Sewing light (optional). I have no idea what the lighting or electrical outlets in the classroom will be like, so I will bring 2 portable Ott lights. If you have a portable sewing light, please bring it with an extension cord. However, we can share lights if you do not have one.
