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This class covers the beginning basics of machine quilting, including stitch in the ditch and free motion basics.  

 

*It is important to have your quilt top pieced before the class begins.  It will take approximately two hours to put together.  

 

Supply list:

¼ yd of two lights and ¼ yd of two darks (you can use one light and one dark.)

1/8 yd inner border fabric 

¼ yd border fabric

one 28” x  28”  square of batting

one 30” x 30” square of backing fabric

basting pins

Free motion foot for your machine

Walking foot for your machine

 

Cutting 

Cut one strip 2 ½” from each light and dark

Cut four strips 1 ¼” x  34” of inner border fabric

Cut four  4 ½” x of 26” outer border fabric

 

Assembly

Sew your 2 ½” strips together alternating lights and darks.  Press to the dark.

Cut sixteen 2 ½” unit strips.  Sew the strips units together in groups of four.  Sew these blocks together (similar to a large four patch.)  Attatch your inner border.  Next is the outer border.

*  Inner and outer border cutting measurements are longer than necessary, so you will need to trim to fit your sample.
