Supply List:  Select a picture of a woodland scene to use or the student can use my deer scene to complete.

At a minimum, you will need fat quarter size fabric each for the background sky, tree bark, leaves and ground cover.

A large pair of scissors for fabric cutting

clear Mono Poly thread from Superior Threads or equivalent for sewing trees and leaves

Sharpie markers in a variety of colors (including silver and black)

glue in a stick(office/school supply)
Oil pastel markers are useful, but not essential (office supply)

 A reducing glass is nice to have, but not essential.

 A sewing machine that can do straight stitch sewing will be used in the afternoon.

I will have some landscape fabrics and hand dyed fabric available for purchase by students if it is needed.

  *I will have available a variety of markers, oil pastels, glue sticks, reducing glass for previewing designs for the students use so that they can try these items.
