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Austin Area Quilt Guild 2006 Show – In A Quilter’s Garden

FINAL VENDOR INFORMATION - September 9, 2006

Following are instructions for vendors participating in our 2006 quilt show.  It will be held Friday - Sunday, September 29th, 30th, and October 1st, 2006, at the Crockett Center, 10601 N Lamar, Austin, Texas.   

Vendor set-up is on Thursday, Sept. 28th.  You may arrive and check in anytime between 9 a.m. and 3:00 p.m.  You need to be completely set up by 5:00 p.m.  A member of the vendor committee will meet you at the loading dock entrance to Crockett Center to supply your vendor badges and show you to your booth.  There is one unloading area for your use, located on the right side of the building, which has double doors and a ramp.  Loading and unloading can be done in this area only. Please do not block this entrance after you’re unloaded, all vendors must use this entrance, and your cooperation is appreciated.   The loading dock area will be locked during show hours because this will be used as the children’s area.  There will a door marked that you will be able to enter and exit to retrieve items from your vehicle/trailer.  There will be vendor parking at the back of the building.  A number of 3' x 6' platform dollies are available for your use. 

Please be as quiet as possible while setting up your booth, judging of the quilts will be taking place in the auditorium at the same time.  

Your booth(s) will be draped on both sides and back with gray drapes.  The convention center does not allow any pins in these drapes, but S-hooks will be available for use as needed.  Your booth will contain the chairs, tables, and electrical outlets that you requested in your application.  If you need anything else, please let me know.  No one may display or have items on the outside of their booth(s).  This is a Fire Marshal rule from the City of Austin and must be followed because the aisles can not be obstructed.  

Security is provided around the clock, by Guild volunteers during the day and by a Crockett Center employee at night. Security has requested that any items sold be placed in bags, which are stapled shut, with receipts placed on the outside.  Security also requires that you wear your vendor badges at all times while in the Crockett Center. 

On show days you will be allowed to enter the facility one hour before the show opens.   Since vendor booths will not be open for sales on opening night (Thursday), we request you cover your tables and displays that night with sheets to protect them, and as a security precaution. Crockett Center also suggests covering tables and displays all other nights as well.

Show hours for the 2006 quilt show are as follows:

Thursday:
September 28th, 9 a.m. - 3 p.m. (vendor booth set up only)

Friday:

September 29th, 10 a.m. – 6 p.m.

Saturday:
September 30th, 9 a.m. – 6 p.m.

Sunday:
October 1st, 12 (noon) - 5 p.m.

There is a food concession onsite and they will serve a variety of items.  No outside food or drink is allowed.  

No smoking is allowed inside the Crockett Center.  

You are responsible for providing your own change, so please bring plenty, as we won't have extra change available for you.   There will be an ATM onsite.

It is important that no one take down his or her booth before 5 p.m. on Sunday.  Takedown will begin immediately at that time.  No one may "reserve" a dolly until the entire booth is packed and ready to go.  Please plan to be efficient, as we must be out of the center by 8 p.m.
