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2006 Quilt Show

In A Quilter’s Garden
VENDOR INFORMATION
The Austin Area Quilt Guild's fourteenth biannual quilt show, "In a Quilter’s Garden", will be held September 28 – October 1, 2006, with set-up and judging on Thursday the 28th.  This year's show will be at the new Crockett Center, located at 10601 N. Lamar, Austin 78753, which is on the West Side of IH 35S, just past Pluggerville.  There’s lots of free parking with a large area for loading and unloading at this larger facility. 

The 2006 Festival will include the following events:
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Opening night reception on September 28, with an awards presentation

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Judged exhibit of wearable art
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Quilt appraisals by an appraiser certified by the Professional Association of Appraisers -- Quilted Textiles.
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MarketPlace, featuring a wide variety of quilt-related vendors
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Silent Auction, featuring quilts made and donated by our members
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Demonstration area in which a wide array of quilting techniques are demonstrated by our members
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Guild Boutique, featuring hand-made crafts by guild members
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Children’s quilting area and exhibit

The following guidelines apply to vendors:

1.
Vendor Space and Fees

Booth Space: 10' x 10'


Rental fee:   $325.00

Double and triple booths are available for $650 and $975, respectively.  Metal booth set-up with back and side draping will be provided for each booth.  Each 10' x 10' booth also comes with two 8' tables and 2 chairs if desired.  Extra tables and chairs, as well as electrical outlets, may be purchased as indicated on the application form.  The Guild will provide and hang business name signs.  You may also bring your own business sign, if you wish. 

2.
Application

Applications must be received by April 15, 2006.  A check for the booth fee must accompany the application form.  You will be notified by April 30th if your application is accepted, or if you have been placed on a waiting list.  

3.
Cancellation

If we receive your cancellation notice by July 1, 2006, your booth fee will be refunded, provided the space can be rented to another vendor.  If, for any reason, AAQG cancels the Festival of Quilts, your fee will be fully refunded.

4.
Hours

Vendors must remain open for the duration of the Festival.  Festival hours are as follows:

Thursday, September 28th - Set-up.  Vendor set-up will be done from 9:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m


Friday, September 29th - Open to Guild members 9:00 - 10 a.m.  Open to public 10:00 to 6:00 p.m.

Saturday, September 30th - Open to the public 10:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.

Sunday, October 1st - Open to the public 12:00 Noon to 5:00 p.m.

5.
Set-up and Take-Down Times

Set-up for MarketPlace will take place on Thursday, September 28th, from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  There can be no exceptions on set-up time.  Heavy-duty dollies will be available for your use at no cost.

Take down will occur on Sunday, October 1st, from 5:00 to 8:00 p.m.  Small vendors should be ready to load by 5:30.  Larger vendors will be given more time, but everyone must be out of the building by 8:00 p.m..

6.
Items for Sale

All items to be sold must be quilt or needlecraft related.  No items made from cut up old quilts or quilt tops may be sold.

7.
Security

AAQG will provide 24-hour professional security. In addition, guild members will monitor exhibits and exits during Festival hours.  To improve security during set-up and take-down, no one will be allowed in the exhibit area during that time without a badge.  Be sure to indicate on your application the number of badges you will need for your staff.  With these and other precautions, we will do our best to protect your property, but the AAQG and Crockett Center are not responsible for loss or damage.

8.
Vendor Angels

AAQG will provide volunteer "angels" to watch your booth while you go to lunch or on a break.  So that we can be sure to have enough volunteers, please indicate on the application form if you are interested in this free service.

9. Sales Tax

Sales tax in Austin is 8.25%.  We will provide you with sales tax tables.  It is very important that you provide your tax ID on the application form so that we can submit this information to the State Comptroller.
